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Performance Horse Competition:  
If you are competing in the Performance Horse 
Competition and Sale this September, here’s what you 
need to know. 
 
You will start your pattern outside the large outside 
arena, ride horse over bridge (3 attempts). 
 
Ride to slicker on fence, pick up and rub horse with it. 
 
Open gate and go into the arena and close gate. 
 

1. Walk to the center of arena. Stop. 
Take a left lead departure. 
Lope small circle first, then larger circle. 
Speed doesn’t have to change, but the size of 
the circle must change and will be scored upon, 
small circle to larger circle. 
 

2. After the large circle, lope back to the center of 
arena, stop and hesitate. 
Take a right lead departure. 
Lope small circle first, then larger circle. 
Speed doesn’t have to change, but the size of 
the circle must change and will be scored upon, 
small circle to larger circle. 

 
3. After the large circle, lope through the center of 

arena to the right and to the cone. 
Stop, roll back to the right, run down to end 
cone. 
Stop, roll back to the left, run down to center 
cone. 
Stop and hesitate, no back up. Pattern is 
complete. 

 
4. Call for cattle. 

Three minute time limit, warning whistle at 2.5 
minutes. 
Box cattle at end of the arena to demonstrate 
control, turn cattle both directions down the 
fence. 
You do not have to circle cattle after the turns 
on the fence. 
Rope and stop cow (two loop limit).

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Horse Legislation Update: 
Sue Wallis is a representative in the Wyoming State 
House of Representatives. She has devoted much time 
and effort toward the fight for horse owner’s rights in 
regards to the recent legislative push to ban horse 
slaughter and transportation. 
 
Recently she has released a paper to clarify her position 
and opinions on the issue. Below is a summary of her 
paper. You can read the entire paper including

The Fundamental Truth of Animal Agriculture 
an informational position paper 

by Sue Wallis 
 

(summary only) 
 
Because these efforts have become such a threat, and 
the rights of Americans are close to being abruptly 
curtailed through the efforts of well financed animal 
rights organizations, and well meaning, but uninformed 
horse lovers, there have been an increasing number of 
states, tribal governments, organizations, and animal 
agriculture supporters across America including the 
National Council of State Legislatures, the National 
Association of Counties, the State Ag and Rural 
Leaders, the Council of State Governments - Midwest, 
the International Livestock Identification Association, the 
Horse Councils of nearly every state in the Union, the 
American Quarter Horse Association, the Professional 
Rodeo Cowboys Association, and many more rising up 
in opposition. In checking with a nation-wide network of 
activists it appears that legislative action is taking place 
in a number of states including Arkansas, Arizona, 
Colorado, Idaho, Illinois, Indiana, Kansas, Minnesota, 
Missouri, Montana, Nebraska, North Dakota, South 
Carolina, South Dakota, Utah and Wyoming--and 
legislative efforts in support of the horse industry are 
being considered for introduction in a number of other 
states including Georgia, Kentucky, New Mexico, 
Nevada, Tennessee, Texas, and Washington.  
  
All of this activity is focused on convincing Congress to 
oppose legislation that would restrict the market, 
transport, processing, or export of horses; to recognize 
the need for humane horse processing facilities in the 
United States; and not to interfere with State efforts to 
establish facilities in the United States. 
 
Serious legislative efforts to reverse the court actions in 
Texas and Illinois and re-open horse processing 

facilities, are joined by pro-active legislation to 
encourage investment in horse processing facilities in 
North Dakota and Montana.  
 
It is unlikely that any foreign investor will take the risk of 
investing in another plant anywhere in the US until bills 
which have been introduced in Congress have been 
defeated. (H.R. 503 - 2009 Prevention of Cruelty to 
Equines Act & S. 727 - Prohibit Horses for Human 
Consumption) This misguided legislation would make it a 
felony for any person to transport or sell any horse for 
slaughter. If passed, it would result in a number of 
devastating and far-reaching consequences. 
  
Most importantly of all, the private property rights of 
individual citizens, and the constitutionally guaranteed 
rights of states to regulate and conduct commerce, will 
have been totally compromised. For that reason alone 
every American should be deeply concerned whether 
they have ever set foot off of pavement, or ever touched 
a living animal.  
 
Animal welfare is important. The necessary laws and 
regulations to protect animals from unnecessary abuse 
and neglect are already in place. Animal rights are 
another thing entirely. To give any animal, under any 
circumstances, the legal rights and privileges of a United 
States citizen is a folly that leads ultimately to a stupid 
and senseless suicide for our political system.  In the 
short-term it means the destruction of a traditional and 
valuable agricultural lifestyle for a few Americans. For 
the long-term it spells the eventual starvation and 
demise of the human species because the masses who 
don't have a clue how to take care of themselves have 
eliminated the few who still know how to put food on the 
table.  
 
Recently a comment attached to a blog post has been 
circulating the internet: 
 
"To all you Hunters who kill animals for food, shame 
on you," it says, "you ought to go to the store and 
buy the meat that is made there, where no animals 
were harmed." 
 
Grocery stores do not make meat.  Living, breathing 
animals and the people who care for them make meat. 
The hard, cold, truth is that living things die for you to 
live...this is an irrefutable, unchangeable fact that no 
human being can avoid... and survive.

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A Question to ask Yourself: 

A question we should all ask ourselves is, “Who is 
fighting for and against our horse rights?”  
 

Sue Wallis said, “…the rights of Americans are close to 

being abruptly curtailed through the efforts of well 
financed animal rights organizations, and well meaning, 
but uninformed horse loverséò 
 
So who is this? Well, we all know the type of people 
she’s referring to when she says “uninformed horse 

lovers”. These are the vast majority of people in this 
country that have never lived on a ranch. These are the 
people that think horses are majestic animals in Disney 
movies, and are really just big pets. They have no stake 
in the horse industry, so they don’t understand the 
need for horse slaughter, and feel that slaughtering 
horses is on the same level as abusing puppies. 
 
Then you have the “well financed animal rights 

organizations” these are groups like PETA and HSUS. 
We’ve all heard the horror stories of the demands that 
these groups have tried to force on rancher after 
rancher and ag business after ag business. If it were up 
to them, no animal would be slaughtered for any 
reason. They would be set free to frolic in the wild and 
we would all be mandated by law to become vegans. 
 
So, with all these massive resources, with no stake in 
the horse industry, fighting against the rights of horse 
owners, who is fighting for our rights? A lot of people 
assume that the entire horse industry is up in arms over 
this, and they are probably right. But, what does that 
actually mean in terms of the number of voices that are 
being heard by our representatives? 
 
Recently LaVonne Westland contacted Sue Wallis with 
the question of just how many people in this country 
are involved in the animal ag industry. Wallis responded 
by saying: 
 
“In the US less than 2% are actively involved in agriculture of 
any kind. When you consider that those involved in animal 
agriculture are probably far less than half of that number 
(although I have not been able to find a reliable statistic that 
separates animal ag from crop ag), I think it is safe to say that 
less than 1% of the US population is involved in animal 

agriculture.”  
 

So what does all this mean to us? It means that even if 
every man, woman, and child that is involved in the 
animal ag industry stands up to fight for horse owners’ 
right to slaughter, it would still be less than 1% of the 
total population of the United States. Remember also, 
that less than 1% figure is including all animal ag 
industry. The number of people involved in the horse 
industry is still far less than that. 
 
What’s my point in all of this? It’s simple really. We ALL 
need to contact our representatives, write letters to the 
editor, write the President, donate to the organizations 
that are fighting for our rights, and anything else we can 
think of to stop these anti-horse slaughter bills, and 
pass the pro-horse owner’s rights bills. 
 
We are far out manned in this battle, so we need every 
person involved to do the absolute most they can for 
our cause. If you’re reading this, YOU are the person I’m 
talking to. We need YOUR help if we’re going to win 
this war. The future of our industry and our children’s 
dreams of spending their lives in the animal ag industry 
depend on what you do today!
